Feng shui is the art of placement, or balancing natural energies in a living or working space in a way practitioners believe stimulates health, harmony and good fortune for people using that space. Asians have employed it for centuries; the historic Japanese city of Kyoto, a former imperial capital, was even designed using feng-shui principles.

Although feng shui can be complex, there are basic things people can do in their homes to stimulate prosperity, according to feng-shui experts such as Elsa Jewett of All in Good Order LLC and Eiko Okura of Eiko Inc. in Denver. They include:

· Fence in backyard trash cans so you can’t see them, because “trash is something you don’t want, and wealth is something you do want,” said Jewett, who’s also a space / systems organizer.
· Look for stagnant energy in your home – created by things such as broken furniture, untended plants, books collecting dust – and fix or get rid of those things to stimulate the flow of energy and prosperity.
· Make the kitchen an inviting place.  Putting a mirror on the wall behind the stove encourages cooking, which is healthier than dining out or bringing take-out home because the cook is putting their chi into the food.

· A big bowl of fruit in the kitchen is a reflection of abundance, as are cooking oils and spices.  Good nutrition is related to good health- “which is the first prosperity,” Jewett said.
